Proposal

We propose the Establishment of “Automobile-related New Industry
Special Zones” as a Key Growth Strategy of the Abe Government

We, the Policy Proposal Meeting consisting of MPs of different parties, submit a
proposal hereunder to Prime Minister Abe and relevant Cabinet Ministers to establish
“Automobile-related New Industry Special Zones” to restore industries damaged by the
Great East Japan Earthquake and to revitalize Japan’s economy.

The proposed project aims to create a 20 trillion yen market and 500,000
employments in total, and is targeted at areas with high potential in the country with the
Tohoku district as a core. We propose that a high priority be given to this project as
having the strongest economic effect in the government’s growth strategies, and that it
will be implemented accordingly.

The “Interparty Rehabilitation Meeting” that was organized immediately after the
Great East Japan Earthquake proposed that the Rehabilitation Special Zone System be
legislated to push forward the post-earthquake rehabilitation efforts to the government
under Prime Minister Noda. In this proposal, the Automobile-related New Industry
Special Zone was included as a core Special Zone.

More than two years have passed since the disaster, but industrial rehabilitation in the
disaster area has not seen any progress. As concrete measures for it, the heads of local
governments in the disaster area have conveyed (to Nobuo Ishihara, former deputy chief
cabinet secretary) their expectations to put the idea of Automobile-related New Industry
Special Zone into practice.

After listening to their voice, we continued to discuss the issue as a core agenda item
in the “Policy Proposal Meeting for Industrial Restoration and Planning National
Projects” by MPs of different parties which is underway to revitalize Japan’s economy.
In this meeting, we invited the officers from the Reconstruction Agency and chairman
Mr. Cho of Toyota Motors (an executive of the company as his proxy) and concluded
the idea as a realistic feasible project.



We are certain that the establishment of the Automobile-related New Industry Special
Zone is strongly desired by the affected area. We also know that the idea is strongly
supported by the public as an effective project in the growth strategy by Prime Minister
Abe.

The automobile industry provides multiplied effects not only on the manufacturing
industry but also on green projects, environmental business, new energy development,
service industries, and software contents industry. Thus, we call it “Automobile-related
New Industries.” It has a potential of creating “a 50 billion yen market and 1.5 million
new jobs” across the borders of industry.

We aim to achieve industrial reconstruction mobilizing the creativity, technology and
R&D competence of Japan. Together with the creating International Standards from
Japan, we will realize the Automobile-related New Industry Special Zone based on a
scenario to connect the Zone directly with core dynamism of Asia. It will Help
stimulate domestic demand In the process of Japan’s participation in TPP and other
international economic arenas.

We propose that the realization of the “Automobile-related New Industry Special
Zone” as a key of the growth strategy of the Abe government.
