B We consider it necessary to have a Rehabilitation Vision Containing a Growth Strategy for

local regions and Japan to survive and grow.

Reviewing the failure in post-Hanshin Awaji Earthquake rehabilitation, we should clarify the
difference between “administrative rehabilitation” and “industrial rehabilitation,” and
understand that we will not easily achieve either of them with an ambiguous strategy and

action.

We strongly propose the “application of Economic Special Zones” as a pillar of post-Great
East Japan Earthquake rehabilitation.
“A Special Economic Zone is a zone in which a growth strategy is materialized.”

We have held six meetings of MPs to prepare our Economic Hub Strategy as a growth
strategy for Japan.

What are promoted in the growth strategy and the main pillars of the draft bill for the
Basic Act reflect “our rehabilitation activities after the Hanshin Awaji earthquake and
what we failed to achieve.”

- The Hanshin Awaji earthquake occurred while we were promoting the establishment of
Economic Special Zones at several places in the country including Kobe in order to help
Japan recover the lost decade.

- Furthermore, the East Japan earthquake occurred when we were writing up the conclusion

of the Economic Hub Strategy meetings in order to help Japan recover the lost two decades.

We are faced with the responsibility, from this process, that we should materialize the
strategy by all means. Therefore, we will not take our eyes off from the severe reality for
Japan to “survive and grow” and to *“coexist and compete” with other countries.

@ We consider that prompt rehabilitation of the earthquake/tsunami affected area will be
“realized as administrative rehabilitation when Japan has a confident revitalization strategy,”
and that industrial rehabilitation in the area will be “realized when supported by a policy
to provide rehabilitation funds as well as a growth strategy.”

We, therefore, consider the proposals and concrete contents of the conclusion of our
Economic Hub Strategy meetings and the draft Bill for the Basic Act as a Japan’s
growth strategy as important pillars to realize our Rehabilitation Vision.

@® We consider that the affected Tohoku region should perform the export bases for “new
industries (Eco-City, the business models of next generation manufacturing and service
industries, and merchandise from new industries)” developed by the Japan growth strategy

which is feasible and also has short-term effectiveness.

@ We also propose “One Country with Multiple Systems™” and new frameworks from

the Tohoku region (*) that enable:

1) Establishment of Rehabilitation Special Zones of different focuses reflecting the
desire and characteristics of districts in the affected area.

2) Creation of new industries in cooperation with the affected area and core areas with
high potentiality.

(*) This includes the establishment of “Investment (to Japan) Agency” in Tohoku to
enable the mobilization investments both from Japan and abroad, and the provision of
funds for Special Zone development.
